Now that we’ve come to the end of the calendar year and to the halfway point of our fiscal year, we can look at the November and December offering numbers compared to 2009:

November 2009 – BUDGET: $61,500.00...ACTUAL: $52,659.00...DOWN: $8,841.00

November 2010 – BUDGET: $43,140.00…ACTUAL: $46,757.00…UP: $3,617.00

December 2009 – BUDGET: $49,200.00…ACTUAL: $45,072.00…DOWN: $4,128.00

December 2010 – BUDGET: $43,140.00…ACTUAL: $40,504.00…DOWN: $2,636.00
In addition to your regular Sunday offerings, you contributed $1,610.00 to our Sharing Parish, St. Ann and you gave very generously to the Retirement Fund for Religious to the tune of $3,068.82.
Obviously, November of 2009 had five weekends, so the total figures for last year were higher than for this year, but we still exceeded our two month budget goal for this year by $981.00 compared to the $12,969.00 two-month deficit of last year. And if we remove any one of the November weekends last year, an eight week comparison would put this year ahead of last year’s actual figures for November and December. Looking at the budget picture for the first six months of Fiscal 2011, we can see that we’ve exceeded our budget goal by $1,659.00, compared to a deficit for the same period last year of $45,843.00 and, perhaps most significantly, we’re still exceeding last year’s actual income by more than $11,000.00.
All of that is good news, and the good news is a product of your generosity. Thank you! And don’t forget that direct debit continues to be an option; just call Lynn O’Connor at the Rectory and she can help you set that up. If you do choose to give that way on a monthly basis, you can still drop an empty contribution envelope in the collection basket and check the box that indicates you have already given by direct debit, thus avoiding any possible judgmental glances.

Again, thanks to all who give so generously week after week. And if you’re wondering about the Christmas collection, we generally wait until the end of January to tally that figure since contributions often continue to trickle in for several weeks after Christmas, so watch for that report sometime in February.
